DEMANDS ON THE SUPPLIERS – Code of Conduct
New Wave Group considers it important to show respect for basic rights  
and taking responsibility for its operations around the world. Their Code of 
Conduct is applied to all factories involved in the production of the Group’s 
products. It states the basic standards that all factories have to live up to if 
they want to do business with them and it is an agreement that the suppliers 
have to enter into and follow. It says that the suppliers have to work accord-
ing to the law and let New Wave Group into their factories and data for 
regular controls. It contains items like no discrimination, no child labour, sal-
ary and working hours, working conditions and the freedom to join unions.

THE ENVIRONMENT
New Wave Group works closely with its suppliers when it comes to envi-
ronmental matters and the Code of Conduct mentioned above contains 
standards about chemical restrictions made up by Swedens textile import-
ers’ chemical guide that suppliers have to follow. Our suppliers must make 
sure that their suppliers strive to decrease the use of virgin raw material, 
the discharge of “unnatural” material, waste, air pollution as well as the 
consumption of energy and fresh water. At the Group’s purchase offices, our 
employees make sure that suppliers live up to New Wave Group’s require-
ments when it comes to quality, environment and working conditions. New 
Wave Group organises transport from the Far East between different compa-
nies as much as possible. New Wave Group hardly uses airplane deliveries at 
all, unless the delivery is very urgent.

WORKING CONDITIONS
The purchasers and our purchase department make active efforts to ensure 
satisfactory working conditions in the factories with which New Wave Group 
conducts business. In several cases, the Group has donated various kinds of 
protective equipment to factories in developing countries. New Wave Group’s 
suppliers have signed an agreement giving a guarantee that no children are 
employed in the production process, in accordance with the United Nations’ 
Convention on Rights of the Child1.

ETHICS
New Wave Group also wants to play an active role in building a better society 
for those working in the production plants where the Group’s collections are 
produced. An example of this is an education program for more than 250 
children in Jue Xi in southern China and a cooperation with Unicef where we 
donate some of our sales income from certain products to the organization.

1 United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child, article 32:1: “States Parties 

recognize the right of the child to be protected from economic exploitation and from 

performing any work that is likely to be hazardous or to interfere with the child’s educa-

tion, or to be harmful to the child’s health or psychical, mental, spiritual, moral or social 

development.”

New Wave Group members of the 
Clean Shipping Project
Since October 2008, the New Wave Group is a member of the Clean 
Shipping Project, a Swedish project fighting for a health and environmental 
friendly development of the shipping industry. The members of the project 
request environmental information from the shipping companies about their 
ships based on 20 different factors that have an environmental effect. The 
information is collected in an environmental index where entire shipping 
companies can be evaluated based on their environmental qualities. The 
information can then be used when procuring transportation in order to put 
pressure on the shipping companies to make their ships more environmen-
tally friendly. A future goal is to have international transportation buyers unite 
and put pressure on the shipping industry also.
As it is, the New Wave Group already performs regular check ups of factories 
and products to make sure that they are all in line with environmental and 
health requirements. The Group uses a minimum of flight transportation and 
consolidates shipping to a great extent to minimize container.

The environment and ethics have always been important issues for Sagaform.
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
